Roadwork Improvement Funds 

Only a few years after the initial 100,000 square feet facility was           

constructed in the new Arrowhead Commerce Park in the Village of    

Carey, an additional 80,000 - 100,000 square feet facility is planned for 

2017.  Vaughn Industries, an electrical, renewable energy, mechanical 

and high voltage construction  contractor, will construct the new facility 

to support its continuing growth inside and outside of Ohio.  In addition 

to the new building investment, Vaughn Industries also committed to the 

hiring of 75 new full -time Ohio positions over the next 3 years with an 

estimated annual payroll of $2.1 million exclusive of benefits.  

The WCOED and Vaughn Industries worked with its regional and state 

partners early on as the public roadway infrastructure surrounding       

Arrowhead Commerce Park, the site of the new building, could limit    

future operations and expansions.  Over the next 3 years the current    

tenant of the original 100,000 sq. ft. facility, Hanon Systems, will bring 

nearly 130 employees into Arrowhead in addition to commercial vehicles 

and heavy trucks associated 

with its operation. This    

traffic, in addition to that 

which will be created by the 

new Vaughn Industries     

facility and other potential 

future facilities in the park, 

requires improved access for 

efficient movement in and 

out of the area. (cont.)

Roadwork Improvement Funds 

Two primary road improvements were proposed including improvements at the SR -199 and           

Arrowhead Drive intersection, and widening CR-98/Elm Hill Road from SR -199 to Arrowhead Drive 

(see below overview). An estimate from the Wyandot County Engineer®s Office put the project at 

roughly $225,000 without contingencies. JobsOhio and the OH Development Services Agency have 

offered grant funds for 50% (roughly $112,000) of the project, while the Ohio Department of Trans-

portation®s Office of Jobs and Commerce offered an additional $100,000 grant contribution.  These 

funds would be reimbursement -based grants available to the Village of Carey for completing the 

project, which it is anticipated the village council members will approve at their upcoming meeting.  
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
